Coco's Story 
Coco did not have a good start in life.  Except for the 

companionship of her father, Rocky, her life had little to offer.  

Coco and Rocky spent their days and nights alone with little human 

attention and were kept  in an outside pen.  Was this all that life 

would have to offer?  Had we unknowingly done something wrong 

and this was our punishment?  How unjust for this beautiful pair of 

Shar-Pei to be kept in such a way. 
 

Just when it seemed that their owner could not have cared less, he 

did the unthinkable.  After selling his house, Coco and Rocky's 

owner abandoned them on the property that had been their home.  
 

Could our owner not have shown us at least one small act of 

kindness?   Would he really just leave us here to die?  Was this was what to be expected of all 

humans?   
 

A shocked real estate agent, appalled to learn of the intended fate of Coco and Rocky, gave refuge to 

the pair until a safe haven could be found. 
 

That safe haven turned out to be Operation Scarlet and the kindly real estate agent even drove them 

halfway from Virginia to Pennsylvania. 
 

Now, safely at Operation Scarlet, their journey to a forever home would begin.  Life had taken a 

sudden change for the better. 
    

Rocky received his medical checkup and needed care and was soon ready to be placed on the 

"Available Pei List". 
 

Coco, however, was not as lucky. The years of neglect had 

been particularly hard on this sweet little girl.  The first blow 

was when her heartworm test came back positive.  Lucky for 

Coco Smoketown Veterinary Hospital still had one treatment 

of the heartworm medicine left.  The long treatment, which 

comes with no guarantees, would be her first hurdle.   
 

Provided that she would be able 

to tolerate the treatment and 

become heartworm free, she 

would then need to be spayed.  

Afterwards she would still face the probability of having her eye lids 

done as well as the possibility of needing an ear ablation. 
 

Coco's prognosis is good; however her mounting medical bills have put a 

strain on Operation Scarlet's already limited finances. 
 

Donna Rotandi and Sue Spitz made candy and dog treats to sell at the 

Fall Luncheon raising a total of $321 for Coco's medical bills.
